Criteria for the measuring instrument

1 If possible focus on output (measuring instead of prescribing specific measures)
2 Independence of the assessor and his/her company (quality of the label)
3 Simple (it must be easy to communicate and little bureaucracy)
4 Open/transparent
5 Give freedom too the developers (positive instead of rules)
6 International comparability
7 Harmonization of Dutch measuring instruments (if possible make use of them)
8 Costs, quality for a fair price, smaller projects should also participate for a broad adoption by 

the market.



Breeam: BRE Environmental Assessment Method

BREEAM is an assessment method to stipulate the sustainability of a building. It 
contains a standard for sustainable buildings and it indicates which performance 
level a building has.

BREEAM is used to analyse and improve buildings. It can be used to analyse new 
buildings as well as improve existing ones.

BREEAM uses a qualitative weighting; as a total score a building can achieve an 
appreciation like pass, good, very good, excellent or even outstanding.

Recapitulation 2008

• Founding of DGBC on the 1st of June 2008;
